In the case of the rebellious son, we judge the child according to what he
will do in the future. On the other hand, with Yishmael the Torah tells us “in
his present state” that he was judged according to his current actions, not
his future ones. If this is the case, then which philosophy is correct?

It seems that the difference between the rebellious son and Yishmael is that
regarding the rebellious son, whose future the Torah foresaw, the defect be-
gan already now. The Torah sees that his current fault is going to spread
more and more until he stands on the crossroads etc. In this case, we judge
him based on his future, like a treifah. However, Yishmael was innocent at
that time, and G-d knew that the fact that his descendents would kill Israel
with thirst is not a result of Yishmael himself according to his current behav-
ior. Therefore, he is judged "in his present state."
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The Torah commands us to build a protective fence around the roof of our homes
lest someone climb up and fall off.

The (mpn) q1'nin 190codifies thisas a .ni¥nin his commentary, he points out
that this nixnis a general category teaching that a person should take precautions with all
aspects of one’s physical well being. This includes ensuring that all buildings are built to a
safe standard and that no one is hurt by a defect.

In his explanation of the reason behind the ,nixnhe writes that even
though there is nothing in this world that happens without a heavenly decree, 'nbuilt the
world with laws of nature that man must abide by. In the event that man chooses to ignore
those laws, he is not exempt from the consequences, i.e. if one comes too close to fire one
will be burnt. It is therefore up to each individual to protect themselves and their families
from the rules of nature.

As | have often witnessed young children crossing the street by themselves
and too many near misses that it makes me uncomfortable, | think that we have to make a
real effort to keep tabs on our children’s overall safety. Additionally, children should be
taught to ride their bikes with helmets.

As 7"Tnsay, that in a case of doubtful danger we always act strictly. Let us all
take care to watch over our own children as well as speak up when we see children in the
ommunity acting in a way that is not safe.
