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Why did Hashem appear to Moshe specifically from within a bush?

The “Sneh” is a thorny bush whose thorns point inwards. Hashem is showing that when Am Yisrael is in
trouble, He too feel pain, as the pasuk says: “l am with him in [his] trouble” (Tehillim 91). Each and every
Jew should know that when he or she feels, chas ve’shalom, that they are in trouble, it is particularly at
that time that Hashem is with them, even more than normal. And just as Hashem redeemed Am Yisrael
in the blink of an eye, so too Hashem can help them, as it is written: “ At a time of distress for Ya’akov
(specifically, this is when) they will be saved”.

What should we do at a time of physical hardship, or chas ve’shalom a time of severe spiritual difficulty?
One must daven and do what one can, even if it does not seem possible. This is what Batya, Paroah’s
daughter, did when she stretched out her hand to Moshe’s basket. She knew that he was very far away,
and that it seemed impossible to reach him, but she did what she could—and Hashem helped her with
the rest.
